RAPID growth in the Somerset
Region is “challenging” Fernvale
State School but plans are in place
to accommodate a student
population boom.
Work started this year on a $3
million multi-purpose hall, library
and science centre which will be
the start of future infrastructure
plans designed to better equip the
school for growth.
Principal David Raine said the
school had grown considerably in
the past decade and he estimated
future growth would be likely.
“Over the 10 years I have been
here, enrolment has grown from
269 students to 510 students,” Mr
Raine said.
With three established housing
estates in the region and another
residential estate with more than
1100 lots just being approved,
growth is unavoidable.
“The impact on us is, once all
these developments are finished,
there will be a lot more children
we will have to cater for,” he said.
“Good planning will be required
into the future.”
Mr Raine has already started
planning for growth by putting in
an application for two additional
classrooms.
“At the moment there is no

enrolment cap for our school so
we will just continue to grow and
the government will continue to
support that growth,” he said.
Mr Raine said the school was

excited about gaining a new
resource centre and multi-purpose
hall which would greatly benefit
the community.

“This has come at the right time
for us and we are delighted with
the project,” he said.
The buildings have been
constructed on land beside the
school which is also home to the
Fernvale country markets.
“There will be changes over the
next few months but the markets

are not closing,” he said.
“We thank the market
committee for their support and
co-operation.”
Mr Raine said construction on
an athletic oval, also on the
grounds where the markets are
held, would commence early next
month.
